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Annie Wauneka Visiting Faculty Fellowship*


The Annie Wauneka Visiting Faculty Fellowship is a program developed for American Indian faculty who are interested in furthering their research skills in the health sciences.  Fellowship recipients will be responsible for three main areas: research development, teaching, and mentoring. The Faculty Fellow will be matched with a senior Hopkins faculty member who has expertise in the Fellow’s area of interest. The Fellow will work closely throughout the program to learn from the Hopkins mentor and will be expected to have written a National Institute of Health (NIH)- level grant by the end of the fellowship. The Fellow will also be expected to co-instruct the Center’s Summer and Winter Institute Courses. Finally, the Fellow will provide mentorship to American Indian Scholarship recipients and Center staff members throughout the program.

The fellowship is named after Annie Dodge Wauneka (1910-1997) who the people of the Dine' (Navajo) Nation called "Our legendary mother." She is known for her tireless efforts and lifelong dedication and commitment to working as a public servant for the Dine' Nation. A forceful and articulate advocate for Indian health care and education, she worked both on the reservation and in the halls of Congress to improve the lives of the Dine' people. She is the recipient of the prestigious Medal of Freedom Award bestowed by President Lyndon B. Johnson in 1963 and the first Native American to receive the award.

Fellows will receive annual compensation and travel funds.
