The goal of the Diversity Summer Internship Program (DSIP) is to provide experience in research settings to students from diverse backgrounds, including underrepresented minority students and students from economically disadvantaged and underserved backgrounds, in order to encourage the students to consider careers in science, medicine and public health. The undergraduate students spend 10 weeks working with mentors on projects ranging from examining maternal-fetal calcium homeostasis to characterizing trauma patients and hospitals to surveying community-based organizations in Baltimore, MD. Native American scholars accepted into the DSIP program will be given the opportunity to work on Center-affiliated research projects.
